I, Bruce Camber, a Cross-Defendant herein, do hereby swear, declare and affirm the following as true of my own personal knowledge.

1.  I first met John P. Garcia on May 30, 2008,  in his office at 1551 No. Tustin, 5th Floor, Santa Ana, CA.  My wife, Hattie Bryant, had met Mr. Garcia at an Association of Enterprise Organizations conference earlier in the month. He was smooth and confident. My wife, Hattie Bryant, and I were looking for investors to launch a rich-technology, global version of our fifteen-year old business.  Mr. Garcia represented to us that he was an “early-stage investor” and that he had millions to invest. He told us he was the Managing Partner of Angel Strategies, LLC and that each year for the past 10 years, he and 225 other investors (mainly from Europe) each put $1Million into Angel Strategies every January 1st. In fact, Mr. Garcia said he couldn’t find enough good deals in which to invest the $226,000,000 and was sitting on $80,000,000 waiting to invest. We believed him. He told us that NO investor had ever lost money with him, and that his investors in Angel Strategies, LLC were averaging twelve times their money.  Let him prove that.
2.  In subsequent meetings, he repeated these same statement to us, but embellished those by claiming to have found these European investors when he worked at Nestlé in Switzerland in its Mergers & Acquisitions Department.  He sold his software company to Alcon, a Fort Worth company which was wholly-owned by Nestlé since 1978.  (Footnote:  I’ve often wondered if Alcon was his first “A1-con” job).  He also stated that he had recently launched another investment company, Innovateur, which was going to invest in later-stage companies, and get in and out of them much more quickly than Angel Strategies does.
3.  Attached hereto as Exhibit 1 are copies of a Power-Point presentation prepared by Mr. Garcia to illustrate the points he was making to us. Also, Mr. Garcia allowed one of his numerous presentations to potential investors to be videotaped, and the pertinent 10 minutes of it is in Part 4 and is available at http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zlkhNZNomwU. A true and accurate transcript of Part 4 of this presentation is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

4.  Based on his claims, his website, and a few references, on July 7, 2008, we paid an initial $7500 to hire Mr. Garcia and Angel Strategies to prepare our business for funding and then to get funding.  We paid another $8500 on July 25, 2008.   Per that agreement on September 5, we paid him $16,000.  We sent him an email on September 23, 2008 observing the general lack of progress.  With his re-assurances that progress was being made, on October 8, 2008 we paid him  a third check of $18,000 for a total of $50,000.  Again with his assurances of success with our project and based on the reaffirmation of his earlier representations, on December 4, 2008 my wife and I invested $25,000 into Angel Strategies, LLC. We also invested $200,000 into Innovateur.  On December 28, 2008, business friends of ours who were also looking for start-up capital and to whom we had introduced Mr. Garcia, came to Santa Ana to visit Mr. Garcia.  By the time that meeting had concluded, one of the three gentlemen thought Mr. Garcia was a fraud.  They began doing more research on him and found a very derogatory page of a website hosted by Robert Heaton. That web page is --  http://www.john-garcia.ot1.com/ and as we read it, we were stunned. According to the website and what we learned from our own personal investigations, NONE of what Mr. Garcia told us was true. There are no 226 $1Million investors, not even Mr. Garcia. None of the “investments” (if indeed any investment was made) was successful. He didn’t have 8 analysts, and his “second office” was a postal annex, not a real office. We panicked. Very fortunately, we were able to get our $200,000 back from our investment in Innovateur because his other partners in that company refunded it.  Mr. Garcia claimed that our $25,000 investment in Angel Strategies had been “sent overseas” and was not accessible. When we began realizing we had been duped, he also refused to return the $50,000 we paid him for a business plan we never received.
5.  Before we filed our Complaint against Mr. Garcia, my wife and I spent hundreds of hours contacting other investors, former partners of his, and doing our own research to try to prove or disprove the facts as stated by Mr. Garcia. So, any of our conversations with them were for the purpose of furthering our litigation against him since we wanted to be as accurate as possible. We learned that NO investor has received a profit, that the alleged investments largely never happened, and that Mr. Garcia is broke. Based on our research, and the lack of proof of any of his representations to us, we contacted the FBI, SEC, and IRS, and filed formal complaints against Mr. Garcia. Fortunately, his statements to us are confirmed on videotape, in his PowerPoint presentation, and by other investors. Every statement, I or my wife has made about Mr. Garcia, is the truth. 
6.  Attached hereto is a true and correct copy of the federal and state 2008 K-1 that I received from Mr. Garcia for our $25,000 investment into Angel Strategies, LLC. Please note that it shows a $4 loss on our $25,000 .  I have personally spoken to several other investors in Angel Strategies, and none of them have ever received a distribution and all have received K-1s showing a small loss. None of these investors have made any more investments with Mr. Garcia, and consider their investment lost. So, these investors have “left the firm.”
I declare under penalty of perjury pursuant to the laws of the State of California that the foregoing is true and correct, executed today, on Monday, August 10, 2009 in New Orleans, Louisiana.
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
